[etter from the Director

he COVID-19 pandemic created lasting changes in the way we work and interact with

one another. Nonetheless, as COVID-19 receded this year, the Morgan enjoyed a return

to some of its cherished rhythms—with school programs, concerts, lectures, symposia,
and other gatherings resuming on-site. It was thrilling to see our community assembled in
person once again.

The most significant milestone of the year was the completion of the first comprehensive
exterior restoration of J. Pierpont Morgan’s Library since its construction in 1906. In tandem
with this project, which preserved and renewed the landmark building at the heart of our
institutional history, we unveiled the Morgan Garden. Designed by British landscape architect
Todd Longstaffe-Gowan with elegant lighting by Tillett Lighting Design Associates, this new
green space enables access to the building’s remarkable facade on Thirty-Sixth Street and
creates an inviting outdoor area for programming, events, and tours.

Inside the galleries, an ambitious schedule of exhibitions spanned time and space, from
the lives of women in ancient Mesopotamia to the work of contemporary photographer Nina
Katchadourian. Complemented by engaging public programs for all ages, these exhibitions
brought back visitors in increasing numbers. As outlined in our two-year Diversity, Equity, Access,
and Inclusion (DEAI) Plan launched last year, we built bridges to new audiences, developing
family offerings, launching a college ambassadors program, and sharing our exhibitions and
collections with an international audience through the Bloomberg Connects app. Importantly, we
also drafted the Morgan’s first land acknowledgement in collaboration with the Lenape Center.

As always, collection stewardship, growth, and scholarship were priorities. The Thaw
Conservation Center staff treated and prepared works for exhibition on our campus and
around the world. Our cataloguing staff and librarians helped to answer thousands of research
inquiries, and our photo studio created close to twelve thousand new images of collection
material. We increased the strength of our collection with important acquisitions, including a
rare Ars moriendi manuscript from 1492 and fifty magnificent drawings by the German artist
Georg Baselitz, among others.

I hope you will enjoy reading even more about our activities in the following pages. As
always, it is a pleasure to share our work with you on-site and online, and we hope to see you
often in the year ahead.

It highlighted Enheduanna
(ca. 2300 BC), the earliest-named author
in world literature, who wielded con-
siderable religious and political power.
Bringing together a spectacular collection
of her texts and images, She Who Wrote
celebrated Enheduanna’s timeless poetry
and abiding legacy as a poet, high

priestess, and woman.

In these rotating selections, displayed in
the East Room and the Rotunda, Morgan
curators spotlight individual items in ways
that illuminate their historical and aesthetic
contexts, their artistic techniques, and the
stories behind them. Highlights from fiscal
year 2023 include a first edition of The
Canterbury Tales, published by William
Caxton in 1476; Hughson Hawley’s
watercolor for McKim, Mead & White’s
initial design for J. Pierpont Morgan’s
Library; Langston Hughes’s Fight for
Freedom: The Story of the NAACP, the first
book devoted to the history of the National
Association for the Advancement of
Colored People; and the last surviving
letter written by Johann Sebastian Bach.
Rotunda installations are presented in perpetuity
by Gary W. Parr. Collections Spotlight is
funded in perpetuity in memory of Christopher
Lightfoot Walker.

Fiscal year 2023 saw a triumphant return
to in-person school programs. “Exploring
with the Morgan” served 7,114 K—12 students
in FY23, targeting underserved communi-
ties in Manhattan, the Bronx, Queens,
Brooklyn, and Staten Island.

Morgan Book Project

The Morgan Book Project, collaboratively
developed by Morgan Education staff and
the New York City Department of
Education, was offered for the thirteenth
year. The program served 860 students
from thirteen schools. Thanks to a gener-
ous grant from Marina Kellen French and
the Anna-Maria and Stephen Kellen
Foundation, the program was offered free
of charge to students from public schools.

The Morgan Book Project hosted a
Summer Institute for Teachers, a
Technical Support Meeting, and the
Morgan Book Project Awards Ceremony.



Held in May 2022 in Gilder Lehrman Hall,
the ceremony culminated in a one-day
installation of the winning books. A
special selection of student books was
placed on display for a summer-long
exhibition.

Thaw Conservation Center

The staff of the Thaw Conservation
Center examined, treated, and prepared
books, manuscripts, drawings, photo-
graphs, and historical documents for the
full calendar of FY2023 exhibitions and
collection rotations, while also supporting
an active program of outgoing loans

and traveling exhibitions, including instal-
lation of Drawing the Curtain: Maurice
Sendak’s Designs for Opera and Ballet at the
Memphis Brooks and Isabella Stewart
Gardner Museums. Continued funding
from the Pine Tree and Sherman Fairchild
Foundations supported two advanced fel-
lowships in paper and book conservation,
and the department hosted multiple visits
and classes for graduate and undergradu-
ate students.

Research and technical studies included
an in-depth analysis of the Morgan’s
fifteenth-century Visconti-Sforza Tarot
Cards, alongside similar cards in other col-
lections in the United States and Europe;
an international team of conservators,
museum scientists, and curators shared
their discoveries in a virtual symposium
organized and hosted by the Thaw
Center. Another study complemented the
exhibition Ashley Bryan and Langston
Hughes: Sail Away, focusing on the materi-
als and techniques Bryan used to create
the vibrant illustrations for Hughes'’s text.

With support from the Conservation
Visiting Committee, the Thaw Center
acquired an important new piece of imag-
ing equipment: the Foster + Freeman
VSC 8ooo0/HS allows conservators to
examine and document works of art
under varied conditions (e.g., infrared,
ultraviolet, raking, and transmitted light),
which can help reveal features not readily
visible to the unaided eye, such as under-
drawings, evidence of previous damage or
treatment, and structural characteristics
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of paper like watermarks and chain lines.
This information will add significantly to
what is known about artists’ methods, as
well as the history and condition of indi-
vidual works in the Morgan’s collections.

Reading Room

In FY2023, the Sherman Fairchild Reading
Room facilitated research projects in per-
son and remotely for a myriad of readers
and responded to a multitude of reference
inquiries from academics, archivists,
artists, curators, historians, independent
scholars, musicologists, undergraduate
and graduate students, writers, and others
around the world.

Notable topics included a study of Jacob
Heaton’s friendship scrapbook and its link
to the Underground Railroad; a copy of
the long-lost letter from Giovanni da
Verrazzano to Francis I, King of France
(known as the Cellere Codex); English
poet and pamphleteer George Wither’s
Collection of Emblemes; and Wolfgang
Amadeus Mozart’s Rondo in D major,

K. 485. Other topics of note included a
study of works by modern European art-
ists such as Alberto Giacometti, Henri
Matisse, Joan Mir6, Pablo Picasso, and
Yves Tanguy represented in the Pierre
Matisse Gallery Archives; Coptic manu-
scripts and bindings; and the Visconti-
Sforza Tarot deck.

During the summer, the Reading Room
welcomed back, for its ninth consecutive
year, CUNY Graduate Center Research
Fellows. Among the subjects studied were
the exploration of European cartographic
traditions and desires of imperialism and
expropriation. Projects extended to the
contextualization of Belle da Costa
Greene’s personal art collection by con-
ducting original research using the Morgan
Archives and other institutional records.

In late fall, the Reading Room participated
in College Night for the second time,
hosting students from CUNY Baruch and
Hunter Colleges along with curators from
the Hispanic Society Museum & Library
and from other art institutions and cul-
tural organizations in the United States
and Europe. Outreach efforts continued
with the creation of accessible content
highlighting innovative research for our
social media accounts.

Reference Collection

The Reference Collection added 740 titles
to CORSAIR, the Morgan’s online catalog.
The purchase of eighty-three monographs
for the study of master drawing was made
possible by the Robert Owen Lehman
Fund. A public-access PDF catalog of the
library’s extraordinary collection of medi-
eval and Renaissance manuscript facsimi-
les was inaugurated; hosted on CORSAIR,
it includes more than eight hundred
descriptive entries. Preservation bindings
and cases were ordered for 259 antiquarian
reference volumes, including the valuable
folios housed in the Morgan’s Print Room.

In November 2022, the Reference
Collection received an exciting gift from
Trustee Katharine J. Rayner. Published by
Callaway Arts & Entertainment, The
Sistine Chapel is a deluxe, three-volume,
822-page set of photobooks that contains
the most precise images of the Sistine
decorations ever produced. The work,
which includes 220 gatefold foldouts,
allows readers to examine the frescoes

of Michelangelo, Botticelli, and others
close-up, through 1:1 scale images of such
clarity that traces of the artists” under-
drawings are visible.

The Reference Collection also acquired
the database American History, 1493-194s:
From the Gilder Lehrman Institute of



American History, New York. Published by
Adam Matthew, the database is sourced
from one of the foremost repositories of
historical Americana (selected items from
the Gilder Lehrman Institute are displayed
on rotation in the Rotunda of J. Pierpont
Morgan’s Library). American History, 1493—
1945 grants readers access to more than
sixty thousand primary source documents
related to colonization, the American
Revolution, slavery and abolition, the Civil
War, Reconstruction, and the modern era.

Cataloging
and Digitization

Special efforts to catalog graphic collec-
tions included the creation of 455 records
for Peter Hujar contact sheets, 222 records
for Ray Johnson photographs, and 578
records for seventeenth- to nineteenth-
century British political cartoons in the
Peel Collection, as well as the cataloging
of 57 New Yorker cartoons in the Seiden
Collection and 257 prints in the Picart
Album (PML 140007). Fiscal year 2023 also
saw the completion of the cataloging of
close to eight hundred portraits in the
Music Collection. Over a hundred records
were created for letters, manuscripts, and
printed books related to New Yorker editor
Gus Lobrano and his daughter, Dorothy
“Dotty” Lobrano Guth, who also worked
at the New Yorker.

Manuscript cataloging included a collec-
tion of 57 letters by Georgia O’Keeffe
(MA 4478.42), 180 letters by and related
to English publisher Thomas Balston
(MA 13112), and 282 items in the Herbert
Cahoon papers (MA 4733). Cahoon was
Curator of Literary and Historical
Manuscripts at the Morgan Library &
Museum from 1954 to 1989. His papers
were processed as part of the Levy
Fellowship in Manuscript Cataloging.
